Müller shared her views on expressing identity through fashion, noticing but not being tied to trends, and playing up your strengths.  She encouraged us all to consider the strength that can come from rebuilding the femininity in culture.   
The group’s service project included a collection of art supplies and cash donations for the local non-profit Access Gallery, an inclusive nonprofit organization that engages the community by opening doors to creative, educational and economic opportunities for people with disabilities to access, experience and benefit from the arts.
